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I believe now is the time to be long Copper and Silver.  While being aware of 
fundamentals that may impact these two markets, I'm inspired by technical 
considerations. In each market the charts look good for buyers and resistance levels are 
considerably higher.  The weekly charts certainly favor the long side, as the major trend 
is up.

My first target for Sept Copper is 321.00 and the Sept Silver target is 2040.00.
